H1N1 and the Seasonal Flu

Regarding HIN1, most authorities report that there will very
likely be a "third wave" of cases in the coming weeks/months.
There are several ways to prevent the spreading of the Flu-
Virus.

e Stay home and away from others until you have gone 24
hours without a fever of 100 or more (without needing
fever reducer), or until you have been sick for at least 7
days, which ever comes first."

e Remember that for students in a class that exposes them
to high risk individuals (like nursing students doing
clinicals, child care workers who will be around children
5 years or younger, etc), those persons should not return
to those settings until they have had no fever and no
significant other symptoms for 24 hours at the minimum.

e If you have not received your flu immunizations for both
H1N1 and seasonal flu, Health Services recommends that
you do so. GSU has an abundant supply of HIN1
vaccine, and have received 300 additional doses of
seasonal vaccine.
