Grease Fires

Grease fires happen when collections of oil or grease
on a stove, oven or fryer get hot enough to ignite.
These fires are extremely dangerous because the fuel
source (the grease) is a liquid, and easily splashed.
The NFPA reports that unattended cooking is the
leading cause of home cooking fires.

If a grease fire occurs:

e CALL 911 or UNIVERSITY POLICE. There's no reason to wait,
and the fire department can always go back to the station if you are
able to get the fire out without help.

e DO NOT TRY TO CARRY THE FIRE OUTSIDE! Trying to
carry a pot or pan full of burning oil will just slosh and splash the
grease fire.

e DO NOT PUT WATER ON A GREASE FIRE! This can not be
stressed enough. Pouring water on burning grease or oil will not
extinguish the fire. It will only cause the burning oil to splash,
spreading the grease fire around.
