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The Festival of Trees


During the holiday season many of us get wrapped up in the decorations, the music, the presents, and the general celebratory mood the holiday season invokes. Sometimes, we may forget that there are many that are not as privileged as us.  NRHH has found a way to incorporate the holiday spirit by combining the general festive mood of the holidays with the act of community service. Through a friendly competition amongst the residence halls and its affiliated organizations, NRHH would like to create a lasting tradition through our “Festival of Trees.”  Each residence hall and each residence life organization is invited to participate in a tree-decorating competition. The trees will be set up in the Russell Union, and the winner will be decided by the amount of non-perishable foods donated to their tree. The winner will receive a party and a plaque. Get into the spirit of the holidays, and join our organization in this community service project. Help us help the Statesboro community this holiday season!


The general arrangement of the festival is that each hall and organization will provide a tree reaching no more than 5 ft. in height. Each hall/organization will meet in the Russell Union on Monday, November 29th from 5pm until 8pm to decorate their tree. The donations will be placed in gift wrapped boxes beside each tree, and will be collected by NRHH each evening. The hall/organization that collects the most food in their gift box will be declared the winner of the “Festival of Trees” food drive. The voting will be open to anyone viewing the festival of trees. It is recommended that each hall/organization open a food drive within their building to help their chances of winning. All collected foods will be donated to the Statesboro Food Bank on the following Saturday. The trees and decorations must be removed by the close of the Russell Union building on Friday, December 3rd. 


When decorating your tree please remember that it is a reflection of your hall/organization, and that it will be located in the Russell Union for the viewing pleasure of all of campus. Lights are permitted, but each hall/organization must provide its own extension cord to connect the lights. Please sign up to participate no later than Friday, November 19th through emailing Angie Byers. NRHH realizes that it is close to the end of the semester, and that many of your budgets have diminished considerably from the beginning of the semester. We will be providing up to five halls/organizations with enough money to cover the purchasing of a tree. A committee within NRHH will decide the halls/organization receiving this money on a depiction of need. The request form is attached, and must be turned in by Wednesday, November 17th via email.  The recipients will be notified on Friday, November 19th and their names will be included as a participant.
